This will provide each member the opportunity 

to familiarize themselves with the latest news coming 

from the AMA and the FAA in regards to what the future 

of our hobby may encompass.  I am sure that many of you 

know that the FAA has, through the creation of the Avia-

tion Rule Making Committee (ARC), been wrestling with 

the issue of regulating the operation of Unmanned Air-

craft Systems (UAS) in the National Air Space (NAS).   

In the month of May 2009, ARC reportedly completed its 

work and has delivered to the FAA, recommendations for 

the future regulation of NAS, for their consideration.  It is 

expected that sometime in the first half of 2010 the pro-

posed new regulations will be posted for public comment, 

in the Federal Register as Notice of Proposed Rulemaking 

(NPRM). 

 

These proposals will directly affect model aviation and 

our hobby in the near future.  I strongly encourage each 

and every WDA member to visit the AMA and FAA web 

sites and make themselves familiar with these issues and 

the opportunities and threats that they pose to us and our 

hobby.  Another source of good information on this issue 

is the June 2009 edition of Model Aviation, under 

ñPresidents Perspectiveò.  Dave Mathewson, President of 

the AMA, reports on the ARC recommendation, the 

AMAs involvement thus far in the process, and what 
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stance the AMA and Model Aviation enthusiasts 

need to take in the near future.   At the core of these 

recommendations are three potential threats: 

§ An altitude limitation 

§ A speed limitation 

§ A blanket ban on the use of all turbine power 

 

Now is not the time to panic or start writing your 

congressman and senator, but rather to become aware 

of all the facts and support the AMA in its efforts 

when they will requests the membership for action.  

In other words, learn all you can and be prepared to 

write letters when the AMA makes this request of the 

national membership. This is also the time to 

strengthen public support for our hobby and to grow 

our numbers as a club, a hobby, and at the AMA 

level.  It is simple - the more of us there is, the easier 

it is to get Washington to listen to our comments.  

Please keep yourself abreast of this developing issue 

over the next year.
