The Howard DGA-6

Golden Age aircraft builder Benny Howard was well know for his superb
designs, all of which started wi
GOOD AIRCRAFT. The DGA-6, better know as-i
place cabin design with performance that belied its unassuming appearance. It
took the racing scene by surprise in 1935 by first winning the Bendix Trophy,
beating flamboyant Roscoe Turner and his Wedell Williams with nearly twice
the HP; then the Mr. Mulligan went on to capture the Thompson Trophy; the
ONLY aircraft ever to win both in the same year.

Some of you may remember my Mr. Mulligan from a WDA Christmas
party some years past (maybe 7?). I had just completed the aircraft and
brought it to the Christmas dinner/meeting for Show N Tell. Shortly thereafter,
I sold the model to a gentlemen south of Fresno. Why, you ask?? Well, this kit was by far and away THE most difficult kit-built
aircraft I had ever constructed, exceeding the frustration level of some scratch-built projects from my sordid past. Towards the
end of my battle with this build, I had grown to despi

As the proliferation of cheap, very nicely built, Almost Ready to Fly aircraft has nearly put the final fork in the manufactur-
ers of kits, the ones that remain have refined their offerings to appeal on price, completeness, and ease of construction. The Ikon
Mulligan excelledinnoneof t hese areas; and combined with perhaps t
way of the Dodo bird. Personally, I find this very unsettling as the Ikon line of model aircraft kits, while rough around the edges,
were certainly unique in their array of unusual offerings and I would be most gratified to see them return under the management
of some enterprising and fastidious modeler.

While I originally intended to power my Mr. Mulligan with a Magnum 5
cylinder radial, bench testing proved to me that performance would have
been marginal and not commensur af
previous owner got so far as to set the plane up with a Zenoah G62 and

I am sure the G62 would have pro-
vided perfectly adequate performance, but I wanted more for the Mulligan

and decided upon my idle DA100 twin. While the DA seemed to be over-

scale version is just shy of 28 inches. In light of these facts, the DA100
seemed a bit more reasonable; and let us not forget the existence of our

My Mr. Mulligan maiden occurred on August 13th at WDA field. Winds
were 10-15mph from the South and the temperature was at 95+ deg. Upon taking off, TWO issues became immediately appar-
